NASSP is a member of the International Association for Continuing 
Education and Training (IACET). LEAD Conferences are approved to provide 1.1 CEU Credits for 11 hours of 
continuous educational training. Advisers attending the LEAD Conference may earn CEU Credits.

Student Council and Honor Society advisers and students can take part in workshops and sessions designed 
specifically with their needs in mind focusing on topics such as organization, project ideas, selection criteria, and for 
honor societies, chapter policies and procedures.  
 
LEAD Conferences feature programs and workshops with 
the needs of student council and honor society students and advisers in mind. High school student officers or 
students aspiring to become officers will be offered an in-depth Officer Training Program geared towards their 
unique needs as a student council or honor society officer. These conferences are the perfect opportunity for students 
and advisers in both student council and honor society to participate in activities that make learning exciting while 
re-energizing them with new ideas and dynamic keynote speakers.
