Outstanding Service Project submission procedures:
· Deadline. The deadline for the receipt of applications (including photographs) is January 15, 2010.  This is not a postmark date.  Signed applications and accompanying attachments may be mailed, faxed or scanned into an email. 

· Affiliation verification. Chapters must have been affiliated with the national office during the project term and must have current active affiliation with the national office to be considered. Your School ID number in Section 1 will assist with this verification.

       PROJECT REPORTS 
· The project report must be typed.  Handwritten reports will not be considered. Incomplete or illegible applications will not be considered. Please make sure all sections are completed and obtain all required signatures before submitting.
· Projects must have taken place between August 2008 and December 31, 2009. 

· Projects that have previously received an Outstanding Service Project award are not eligible for consideration.
· Select a member/members of your chapter to provide a written summary of the project.  Because the quality and clarity of the report will also be considered, please select good student writers. The summary must be submitted on no more than four (4) pages of typed, double-spaced copy. Any submissions over four pages will not be considered.  Use the following structure for your report:

Goals: Explain the origins and goals of the project.  Clearly identify the need or needs the chapter hoped to fulfill by completing the project.
Organization:  Describe the development of the project and of all duties involved (e.g., committees created, officers involved, timelines developed, etc.)

Implementation:  Indicate the amount of time and effort given to the project by NHS members and non-members, as well as community members. Be specific in terms of quantity of time and personnel.

Evaluation:  Describe the degree to which your goals were met, and how you evaluated the project’s success. 

Value:  Summarize the project’s overall impact and value as a learning experience.
· Provide one photograph (no smaller than 3” x 5”) to serve as a representative image of your project.  Digital images can be emailed.  
Important note: It is the chapter’s responsibility to submit only those images for which local permission has been obtained for all recognizable individuals in the photo.  All application materials, including print and digital photos become the property of NHS.
· Do not include additional materials, either written or photographic. 
Evaluation: Projects will be judged based on their goals and organization, service impact, involvement, and the quality and clarity of the written summary.
